El Dorado 
As a group, write a narrative poem about a utopia modeled on El Dorado in Candide. Introduce two original characters who are travelers.  This may be a picaresque journey, a journey of discovery or a quest, but the purpose should be to satirize some aspect of society or human behavior. The reaction of your characters to the utopia will comprise an aspect of the satire.

The poem must have a regular rhyme scheme.  You may or may not decide to have a regular meter.  The setting may be at any time in any place, real or imaged, and the characters may be any original characters you devise.  (“Original” means that they may not resemble fictional characters or have the same names as real people, though they may resemble real people in some ways.) You must have at least 8 lines of poetry for every member of your group.
